To use our databases, you must have an ATA user name and password (which is not the same thing as your library ID).  If you haven’t got one yet, click “Login” on the upper-right corner the ATA website (www.teachers.ab.ca). Choose “Request User Name” link below the sign-in box and follow the steps to register for your TNET account.  Once you finish the process, then click the login link again and sign into the website.
